Academic Counseling:

On a daily basis, City counselors assist the general student population in selecting programs of study that are appropriate for their personal and professional goals. Students and counselors work together to choose a program of study that is suitable to the student’s needs, based on factors such as academic status and history, professional goals and educational backgrounds. Since we serve over 14,000 students, we must pay proper attention to the academic needs of all our students; therefore those students who belong to special populations such as Veteran, Nursing, International, Athletes, also receives academic counseling and advisement as it pertains to the rules of their individual programs. Academic Counseling includes:
· Transfer planning 

· Educational planning 

· Advocacy and support when students have a legitimate issue with completing their program 

Personal Counseling:

All of us experience stressful periods in our lives at one time or another. Counseling services are designed to assist students who deal with personal concerns that might interfere with their academic work at San Diego City College. Counselors provide students with a safe and confidential atmosphere where they have an opportunity to talk about their individual concerns. The counselors will help students understand themselves, explore alternatives, reach a decision, or feel better about coping with problems. When appropriate, a student may be referred to the on-campus mental health services and/ or outside agencies. 

Additionally, personal counseling is provided to probationary and disqualified students who are required to take the Academic Success Workshop. Students referred via the early alert system also will receive personal counseling sessions if needed.

Important Changes for Financial Aid 2016-17 School Year
Effective with the 2016-2017 school year, San Diego Mesa College (along with City College and Miramar College) have been approved by the U.S. Department of Education to participate in an experimental initiative regarding "Over-borrowing" that allows our college to reduce or eliminate Unsubsidized Loan eligibility and borrowing for certain groups or categories of students.

The following groups or categories of students will not be eligible to borrow Unsubsidized Loans:

1. 1st Year students

• 1st year is defined as students who have completed less than 24 units in their current program or major based on their educational plan.

• Units that will be counted towards the 24 units will be units that fulfill the major, general Ed and district requirements for the current program or major based on the educational plan.

• Units that will not be counted towards the 24 units are units that are basic skills or remedial, ESOL, electives or any other units that are not applicable to the current program or major based on the educational plan.

2. Students approved on Appeal

• Students who have an "Unsatisfactory" status for any reason and who are approved on appeal will not be eligible for an Unsubsidized Loan.
Increase in the Minimum Need Required for a BOG C Fee Waiver based on the FAFSA
The amount of "need" to receive a BOG C Fee Waiver is $1,104. Need is determined by subtracting the Estimated Family Contribution (EFC) from the full year Cost of Attendance (COA) or Student Budget. The formula is COA minus EFC equals Need which must be $1,104 or greater.

Pell Grant Maximum Lifetime Eligibility
The maximum lifetime eligibility to receive a Pell Grant (without earning a Bachelor's Degree) is 6 full years. It is very likely that some students will have exceeded the 6-year limit before completing their educational goal.

Elimination of the Ability to Benefit (ATB) Provisions
Students enrolling for the first time after July 1, 2012 must have a High School Diploma, GED or state equivalent to be eligible for any federal financial aid. Students will no longer have the option to pass an ATB test or to successfully complete 6 core/degree applicable units to gain eligibility for federal financial aid. Elimination of the Interest Subsidy for Direct Loans during the Grace Period
Loans first disbursed on or after July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2014, the federal government will no longer subsidize (pay) the student loan interest during the six-month grace period. The grace period is the time between when the student graduates or drops below half-time status and the time when the student must start repaying the loan. Students are encouraged to check with their Loan Servicer for any available options to assist with their loan repayment.

IRS Tax Transcript
Students that do not use the IRS Data Retrieval when completing their FAFSA online, and who must verify their tax and income information, must provide an IRS Tax Transcript to our office. We can no longer accept copies of federal tax returns (1040EZ, 1040A, 1040). To request an IRS Tax Transcript, students can call 1-800-908-9946 or order it online at http://www.irs.gov/ and under the "Tools" section select "Order a Return or Account Transcript".

Students that apply for a BOG Fee Waiver, and are required to verify their income information, must also provide the IRS Tax Transcript as described above.

Increase in GPA requirement for Entitlement Cal Grant Awards
The California Governor has proposed to increase the GPA required to receive a Cal Grant award from 2.00 to 2.75 for Entitlement and Transfer Cal Grants. Note: This proposal must still be adopted by the State legislature and signed by the Governor to become effective.

Course Repetition and Receiving Federal Aid
Students can only receive financial aid for up to 1 repeat of any course with a passing grade (“D” grades are considered passing for purposes of repetition).

FAFSA INFORMATION NOT IN OUR DATABASE
If you have completed and submitted your FAFSA and you have not received any letter or email from our office, we probably are unable to process and download your FAFSA. This may be because: 
1.      you have not yet filed an admissions application with the San Diego Community College District or
2.      you have an admissions application on file but you did not use your Social Security Number and were assigned a number beginning with the letter ‘D’ instead.

To file an admissions application, please log on to https://applyonline.communitycollege.net/studentappview.cfm  and follow the application instructions.

· Complete the Admissions Application using your personal information as it appears on your Social Security Card. You must provide your Social Security Number in the Admissions Application or our office will not be able to process your FAFSA application. 

To update your current admissions application from a 'D' number, please go to the Admissions Office and complete a “Request for Change of Social Security Number, Name, Address” form. You must provide proof of your Social Security Number in order for the Admissions Office to change your ‘D’ Number to your Social Security Number.
Once you have submitted your admissions application, or updated your current admissions application, your FAFSA will be compared to your admissions application. If your Social Security Number matches, your FAFSA will be downloaded and we can begin processing your FAFSA. 
The download of your FAFSA may take up to two weeks depending on when you completed or updated your admissions application.

PROGRAM ENROLLMENT
Program add codes are required for continuing students for spring, summer and fall semesters. Course work from other Cosmetology programs will not clear City College course work. New students can start mid semester every fall, spring, summer. Program vacancies are filled by students. Students are required to purchase all textbooks, uniforms, practical kits, tools and small manually handled equipment.
PROGRAM HOURS

Cosmetology courses are offered during the day and evening.

Full-Time Programs: The schedule of lecture and lab hours varies per semester.

State Board Verification: Students with previous course hours in Cosmetology from another community college program must provide written State Board documentation. These courses cannot be used for the major. The California State Board of Barbering and Cosmetology requires 1600 hours of instruction for Cosmetology or 600 hours of instruction for Esthetics, both careers require a passing score on the State Board examination to become licensed and eligible for employment. Students participate in practical and theoretical training under the supervision of a State-licensed and community-college-credentialed instructor at all times while enrolled in the program.
PROGRAM EMPHASIS

Students are expected to learn fundamental practices and procedures of cosmetology or esthetician services. This includes laboratory instruction in client cosmetology or esthetician services. Instructional opportunities provide the student with salon site visitation, guest speakers, exposure to the cosmetology industry, small business concepts and current changes in the field of cosmetology which lead to career opportunities and advancement. Students are provided with opportunities to develop skills in sales, community and client relations, care of skin, hair and nails, as well as salon management. A grade of “C” or better must be maintained in order to advance in the course sequence.

CAREER OPTIONS

Some careers in cosmetology require education beyond the associate degree. Examples of careers in cosmetology include: salon owner/manager, cosmetologist (salon services), platform stylist (demonstrates products and techniques for manufacturer), competition stylist, cosmetology instructor, technical writer for trade magazine, seminar/demonstration speaker and education specialist (for a manufacturer). 
Examples of careers as an esthetician include: Salon or Spa Esthetician, Spa Esthetic Consultant, cosmetic consultant, makeup artist for theatre, film and/or television, medical esthetic assistant, manufacturer representative for skin care, cosmetics or esthetic equipment.
